5. Confidential letters of recommendation must be submitted directly by two references via email (scholarship@seattleawis.org).  The letters must be in pdf format with electronic signatures.  At least one letter must be from a science, engineering or math faculty member from whom you are taking or have taken at least one course.  The other letter may be from a professor or supervisor, excluding any relatives.  
Instruct your references to include in their letters:

· Their title, relationship to you, and how long they have known you.

· An evaluation of your academic performance, financial need, motivation to pursue a science, engineering or math career, and likelihood of success.

SUBMISSION:  Your completed application, essay questions, transcripts, and letters of recommendation must be received no later than March 1, 2021.
Please check with your letter writers for submission.  It is your responsibility to ensure all letters are submitted on time (every year, applicants are disqualified due to missing letters).
Finalists will be selected in late March and early April 2021.
Finalists will be interviewed in April 2021.
Scholarship recipients will be notified in late April 2021.

Scholarships will be presented at an event (likely virtual) in May or June 2021.
